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City officials, community leaders, and members of the 
Medford Fire Department gathered April 10 to celebrate 
the official groundbreaking of the new Fire Station 15. The 
long-anticipated project marks a major step forward in 
strengthening the City’s emergency response capabilities 
and ensuring the safety and well-being of both our personnel 
and the Medford community.

The new station will replace Medford’s oldest and most 
outdated fire station, which has served the community for 
more than 50 years.

•	 MIND YOUR WHEELS: Don’t drive or park over dry 
grass to prevent accidental ignition. 

•	 SPARK-FREE ZONE: Never operate equipment that 
produces sparks near dry vegetation.
