ROGUE X, LITHIA & DRIVEWAY
FIELDS GENERATE MILLIONS IN
ECONOMIC IMPACT

Medford's investment in recreational facilities paid off in
2025, with two of the City's premier sports venues—Rogue
Credit Union Community Complex (Rogue X) and Lithia &
Driveway Fields—generating a combined $23.16 million in
estimated economic impact.

* Rogue X generated $9.79 million in estimated
economic impact, welcoming more than 105,000
aquatics visitors and hosting 65 major events in
its second year.

+ Lithia & Driveway Fields generated $13.37 million
in estimated economic impact, welcoming 1,790
teams and 238,462 visitors.

Together, the facilities drew crowds, supported local
businesses, and helped sustain jobs, highlighting the
important role recreation plays in driving economic
growth. With continued investment and strategic event
partnerships, Medford is strengthening its reputation as a
sports tourism destination in the Pacific Northwest.
